Becoming a child of God is a spiritual process that involves a personal
relationship with God through faith in Jesus Christ. Through the
following ways, it’s attainable:

Recognize Your Need

Understand Your Sinful Nature: Recognize that you are a sinner and
that sin separates you from God (Romans 3:23, Isaiah 59:2).
Acknowledge Your Need for Salvation: Understand that you need
salvation from your sins and that God offers salvation through Jesus
Christ (John 3:16, Acts 4:12).

Believe in Jesus Christ

Faith in Jesus Christ: Believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God, who
died on the cross for your sins and rose from the dead on the third day
(1 Corinthians 15:3-4, John 3:16).

Trust in Jesus Christ: Trust in Jesus Christ as your Lord and Savior,
and recognize that He is the only way to God the Father (John 14:6,
Acts 4:12).

Repent and Turn to God

Repentance: Repent of your sins and turn away from them, recognizing
that God is holy and just (Luke 13:3, Acts 3:19).

Turn to God: Turn to God and seek a personal relationship with Him
through Jesus Christ (Jeremiah 29:13, Matthew 7:7-8).
